They spent two
hours quietly absorbing all that they saw; they
impressed our hosts by knowing that the Phoenix
is a mythical creature that rises from the ashes;

If you have a moment over the next few
days I highly recommend that you visit this
exhibition (which ends this weekend) and perhaps
even borrow a child to be your guide.

Colin is able to offer a clay work after-school club for the second
half of the autumn term. It will be a course of 6 sessions. As with
last year, the sessions will be on Mondays from 3.30pm for 1 hour.
The club will run from the 2nd November – 7 December

The cost will be £50 per person for the 6 sessions. The content of
the sessions will be tailored to the age and experience of the
participants, as much as is possible and may cover any of the
following – exploring with clay; making simple models; making
simple hand-built pots - pinch pots, coil pots, slab pots; making
decorated tiles; glazing and other techniques depending on
demand/experience.  There will be a maximum of 8 places
available and both children (from any of the school’s classes) and
parents (only if accompanied by children) are welcome.

Wheelwork/throwing will not be included for this course, but may
be arranged on request for 1 or 2 children at a time (or up to 4
people, if parents with children) at £30 a session.
